e To take leave
e To dissolve
e Released from chains and shackles

2. John Stephen Akhwari — Mexico Olympics 1968
i. The greatest last place finish in Olympic history
e He did not give up despite sustaining injuries to his
knee, leg, arm and shoulder
ii. When asked why he didn’t quit, he answered:

e “My country did not send me 5,000 miles just to start
the race; they sent me 5.000 miles to finish the race.”
